The following applies to Manually submitted CG-5132 claims.






 

The year 2003 boating season is here, with increased security issues it may be a busy season.  Auxiliary Patrol claims will be assigned priority processing at FINCEN. To expedite the payment process, FINCEN needs to have the following sections on the Coast Guard 

Auxiliary Patrol Orders (CG-5132) completed accurately:

a. Section I (Authorization)

(1) Standard DAFIS document number.  Document number 27, FY funded, Procurement site, last digit of FY originated, Region, Program element, Document number and Suffix; SAMPLE
27-03-90-3-F-AB-001-001

(2) Order Issuing Authority

(3) Name and mailing address of the Operator auxiliarist.

(4) Member#, Facility ID, Number of crew required 

(5) DAFIS accounting data for authorized items.

 SAMPLE:

(6) Signature of Issuing Authority Officer and date.

b. Section II (Claim for Reimbursement) 

(1) Itinerary. (Facility In Use and Facility Use Ended dates and time must be annotated for accurate payment of meals). Date, time and location.

(2) Names and member numbers of crew.

(3) Reimbursable expenses. Indicated if received in kind, (attach receipt for individual reimbursable expenses over $75.00).  Enter the aircraft type and aircraft flight hours flown on the last line of the REIMBURSABLE EXPENSES block.

(4) Signature of Operator and date.

(5) Name, Address, Signature of Claimant, SSN, Member # of Auxiliarist receiving the check.

(6) Signature of Claimant.

c. Section III Endorsement by Order Issuing Authority.

(1) Approved/disapproved for payment.

(2) Signature of Issuing Authority and date.

Currently, receipts are required for boat fuel expenses greater 

than $75.00. Trailering will be paid based on the mileage.

If a receipt is provided for gasoline purchased for vehicle use, 

FINCEN will reimburse the greater of the mileage or gasoline 

expenses.  When trailering is authorized, FINCEN will only 

reimburse the ramp fee if a receipt is submitted with the claim.  

Auxiliarist claims for loss or damage must be submitted 

separately.  Please refer to Document Type 33, claims, 

in the FINCEN SOP and COMDTINST M5890.9 (Claims and Litigation 

Manual).  Also refer to "Minor Damage & Loss Claims" in the 

Auxiliary Manual, COMDTINST M16790.1E.

For aircraft patrols, the auxiliary orders should state whether 

the mission is to be paid at the Flat Rate Reimbursement or 

Reimbursement for Fuel Only.  For Flat Rate Reimbursement, no 

fuel receipt is required.  For Fuel Only, the member must include 

the fuel receipt.  The aircraft expenses will be reimbursed using 

the AUXILIARY AIRCRAFT TYPE HOURLY PAYMENT RATES enclosure (2) of 

COMDTNOTE 16798.  Meals are reimbursed at the current BAS "no

mess available" rates in the Pay Manual.  

Patrol times eligible for reimbursement:

0400-0800 Breakfast $1.60

1000-1400 Lunch     $3.25

1600-2000 Dinner    $3.25

2200-0200 Mid-Rats  $1.60  

For example, your patrol starts at 0645 and ends at 1330, you would be entitled to breakfast and lunch. 

Start at 0815 and end at 1400, you would be entitled to lunch.

Start at 1800 and end at 2300, you would be entitled to dinner

And Mid-Rats.

Start at 2000 and end at 0900(next day), you would be entitled to

Dinner, mid-rats and breakfast. 
Meals for active duty Military members serving as crew members 

for Auxiliarists are not reimbursable expenses. Since meals are a

subsistence allowance and not a reimbursable expense, the member

does not have to actually eat a meal to be entitled to the

payment.  All approved claims should be submitted to FINCEN at PO 

BOX 4104, Chesapeake, VA 23327-4104.
